EUCON WR is dispensed into any part of the concrete

material, except cement and preferably into the water at
the usual rate of 4 oz per 100 lb (250 ml per 100 kg)
cement. EUCON WR may be used in multiple dose rates
for increased performance, and when used at 12 oz  per
100 lb (750 ml per 100 kg) cement it then will comply with
the requirements of a water-reducing, cement retarding
admixture ASTM C-494, Type D.  It will freeze at 29oF (-
2oC) but will return to its original state after thawing and
thorough mixing. EUCON WR is compatible with other
admixtures, i.e. calcium chloride and air entraining
agents; however, each admixture should be added to
the mix separately.
